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JIFSAN Internships for Undergraduate Students
JIFSAN is a partnership between the University of Maryland and the U.S. Food and Drug Administration. Internships are available in many areas, including but not limited to toxicology, pharmacology, chemistry, biochemistry, immunology, microbiology, molecular genetics, epidemiology and other non-laboratory-based projects. Students wishing to apply must 

· Have completed two college semesters 

· Be willing to commit to volunteering ~30 hours/week during winterterm or summer, or 8-10 hours/week during spring or fall semester 

· Submit a completed application form, current transcript and resume

Placement of interns is at the discretion of JIFSAN mentors and depends upon mentor availability and student qualifications (courses completed, GPA, applicable experience).  After the initial volunteer period (100 hours), continuing JIFSAN interns are eligible to receive an hourly wage of $10 per hour, contingent on the availability of paid internship positions and the submission of a paid internship application (available online at http://www.life.umd.edu/internship/forms.html). Projects typically extend for a one year period and students who can commit to this timeframe will have priority in the selection process.

Be advised that due to the current security concerns at federal facilities, JIFSAN interns must undergo a fairly lengthy security screening before beginning their internships.  We have established the following target dates for receiving applications to ensure that the process is competed prior to the desired start date:

· March 15 (for internships beginning in summer) 

· July 15 (for internships beginning in fall)
